Guiding Principles for Allocation of Practice Visits
Steps involved in allocation of Medical Education Visits:-
1. Prepare with current years pastoral care allocation list, registrar placement list and last years MEV list
2. Ensure all Registrars correct – remove finished or COT, and add new GPT1
3. PC ME to conduct GPT1 visits, and PC ME to conduct other term visits for Registrars new to AOGP

4. Registrar and Programme needs  matched to ME, eg who did previous visits

5. Practice location, proximity, rural or urban

6. what ME's can offer / preferences / balance of workload (eg lighter if heavy portfolio load or parttime)

7. Number of visits needed


- GPT1 FT and PT to received two visits

- All other terms PT to receve  pro-rata number of visits

- GPT1 & GPT2 FT to receive two visits

- GPT3 & EST - GPT FT to receive one visit

- GPT2/3 to receive one visit unless deemed to require more
GPT1:

· Pastoral Carer of GPT1 registrar conducts their MEVs.

· Two visits in first community general practice semester for full time and part time registrars.

· For part time registrars, one visit in second semester of GPT1

· First visit in weeks 3-8 of semester.

· Second visit to be tentatively booked by the Medical Educator at the first visit, based on Educational need primarily and then practical need. As a guideline between weeks 14-20. 

GPT2:

· Two visits each semester for full time registrars.

· One visit per semester for P/T Registrars

· First visit allocated for approximately weeks 3-8 (push to 13).

· Second visit to be tentatively booked by the Medical Educator at the first visit, based on Educational need primarily and then practical need. As a guideline between weeks 14-20 (push to 25).
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
